This year the Napa Downtown Farmers Market has the most exciting news!  We have a new and very active Board of Directors.  Thanks to the efforts of Thalassa Skinner and Steve Sando, the board has been rejuvenated and now boasts 9 members of our community who are committed to make the Napa Downtown Farmers Market the best it can be.  In addition to Lassa and Steve (our new board president) you are also being represented by Rose Loveall-Sale (MorningSun Herb Farm), Mark Haberger (Big Ranch Farm), Sheri Hurley (Hurley Farms), Alexis Handelman (ABC Bakery), Craig Smith (ED of the Napa Downtown Association), Brad Wagenknecht (County Supervisor) and Elizabeth Schuyler (Napa Community Member).  I think they’re going to make a great team.
As for the Friday Night Chefs Market, it’s now the Thursday Night Chefs Market.  Details for this year are still being worked out.  As you will see from the application, however, you can sign up in one easy step when you sign up for Tuesday/Saturday.
